3. The quotations received in time will be opened in Room No. 321 'A' ri  floor, 
Shastri Bhawan, New Delhi at 4:00 PM on the same day. 

4. The sale will be governed by the following conditions:

Delhi-110001 within two working days of the acceptance of bid. 

(v) The earnest money of the successful bidder(s) will be released only after he 
deposits the sale proceeds. Earnest money will be forfeited if he fails to 
honour the bid. 

(vi) The delivery of the sold vehicles will be arranged only after 
production/submission of proof of the residential status (Ration Card/Voter 
Identity Card in case of individual and Registration Certificate in case of firms 
etc.) 

(vii) The sold vehicles will be removed by the successful bidder (s) within 48 
hours of depositing the money and at their own expenses.
